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AbStra ct | Contrary to the categorical assessments of the late twentieth century, which proclaimed the
triumph of liberal democracy — both as an ideology completing the evolution of humanity
and as a universally recognized form of government — it is currently undergoing perhaps its most severe test
in both these dimensions.
The response of constitutional theory and comparative constitutional law to this challenge has been the con-
struction of "adjectival constitutionalism" — a category designed to conceptualize the degree of non-conformity
of the exercise of state power in a given country (in the interrelation of its properties) to the generalized image
of constitutionalism, extending even to the justification of a concept that embodies an alternative and opposing
image of state power that, having reached a certain level of generalization, finds empirical confirmation in other
countries. At the same time, despite the fact that the concept of adjectival constitutionalism is substantiated and
used by both domestic and foreign constitutionalists and political scientists, their theoretical premises and con-
clusions are extremely diverse.
The second part of this study is devoted to the analysis of the substantiation and application of adjectival con-
stitutionalism in foreign legal scholarship.
Adjectival constitutionalism is sometimes used to justify so-called "other-than-liberal” constitutionalisms -
those that are alternative to the liberal one. However, unlike unreal and ineffective constitutionalism, which
denotes the absence of the phenomenon as such, "other-than-liberal” constitutionalism can be real and effec-
tive, but as a phenomenon and a category, it is perceived as a metonymy, since it always turns out to be some-
thing different from what it is called upon to replace.
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At the same time, in the vast majority of cases, scholars focus on comprehending the deformations of liberal-
democratic constitutionalism, which is postulated as the benchmark model, within various national contexts. A
logical development of this approach is the use of adjectival constitutionalism in analyzing the exercise of state
power in hybrid and authoritarian regimes.

The aspiration to study the global expansion of authoritarian rule and to conceptualize the results of this ex-
pansion-embodied in the legal orders of various states through the lens of adjectival constitutionalism ulti-
mately leads to a perception of constitutionalism as any, and in some sense arbitrary, practice of state power,
regardless of its connection to a defined ideology and doctrine, regardless of its teleological orientation, and
consequently, regardless of its desired or merely feigned goals and tasks, as well as the effectiveness of their
attainment. Moreover, if we are to speak of the pathologies of constitutionalism, then the conceptualization of
the totality of their clinical signs of such pathologies through the framework of adjectival constitutionalism ap-
pears flawed, because in such a case, we are actually dealing with a conceptual characterization of a different
condition of state power-namely, authoritarianism.Moreover, if we are to speak of the pathologies of constitu-
tionalism as a phenomenon, then the conceptualization of a set of such «clinical symptoms» through the frame-
work of adjectival constitutionalism appears flawed. In such a case, we are actually dealing with a conceptual
characterization of a different condition of state power - namely, authoritarianism.
